NRECA has been awarded a cooperative agreement from the DOE with award number DE-CD0000076, Microgrids for Community Affordability, Resilience, and Energy Decarbonization MGCARED Project.
NRECA Research’s Microgrids for Community Affordability, Resilience, and Energy Decarbonization MGCARED project focuses on deploying utility-scale and community-scale microgrids across seven electric distribution cooperatives. The project addresses energy cost pressure and reliability risk. The effort emphasizes repeatable technical, commercial, and financial approaches. Each microgrid deployment contributes to a shared body of validated design, procurement, and financing practices. This structure enables replication across regions while reducing time, cost, and execution risk for future projects. The program aggregates demand across cooperatives to achieve scale benefits for vendor engagement, contracting structures, compliance processes, and construction execution.

Scope of Services:
Seven participating distribution cooperatives are developing microgrids with varied sizes, generation assets, energy storage configurations, and control strategies. All projects must meet federal compliance requirements, including Buy America and Build America rules. NRECA seeks a data and analytics software tool paired with domain expertise to support planning, design, procurement, and financial evaluation across the full project portfolio.

The tool must deliver the following functions.

1. Vendor and compliance intelligence:
The platform must maintain an actively updated database of microgrid component suppliers verified for Buy America and Build America compliance. This includes manufacturing locations, domestic content percentages, and documentation required for federal audits. The tool must support filtering by domestic manufacturing thresholds aligned with IRS guidance and enable verification of Investment Tax Credit eligibility and calculated financial value at the project level.
2. Technology and system design analytics:
The platform must support side by side comparison of AC and DC coupled battery energy storage system architectures. Coverage must include no fewer than fifteen battery energy storage suppliers and five power conversion system suppliers, including domestic manufacturers. The system must quantify equipment counts, footprint requirements, and spatial constraints to confirm site feasibility for proposed configurations. Comparative views must include technical specifications, control interfaces, degradation profiles, and operating constraints.
3. Pricing, tariffs, and contracting intelligence:
The tool must provide continuously updated equipment pricing sourced directly from suppliers, including system level pricing, block pricing, and power conversion system pricing. Pricing visibility must extend a minimum of three years forward and reflect applicable tariffs, shipping assumptions, and domestic supply constraints. Contracting intelligence must include supplier lead times, capacity availability, inventory status, and standard commercial terms.
4. Lifecycle cost and performance modeling:
The platform must rank AC and DC block configurations by lowest lifecycle cost. Lifecycle assessment must include capital cost, operating cost, degradation driven capacity maintenance, and replacement assumptions. The tool must automate cash flow modeling over the project life and reflect capacity retention requirements tied to performance guarantees and market participation. Outputs must support comparison across multiple microgrid use cases.
5. Market and policy intelligence:
The solution must deliver timely updates on federal and state policy, trade actions, and supply chain conditions affecting microgrid components. Coverage must include vendor technology roadmaps, manufacturing expansion plans, and pricing outlooks tied to material inputs. Market data must support evaluation of ISO and RTO participation where applicable.
6. Project specific optimization:
The platform must support project specific optimization through adjustable financial and engineering inputs. Users must apply site conditions, load profiles, resilience objectives, and financial augmentation assumptions to refine system design and improve project returns. Optimization must align with cooperative ownership models and regulatory environments.
7. Portfolio visibility and risk reduction:
The tool must provide a consolidated view of all microgrid projects deployed under the program. This includes technology selection, vendor exposure, compliance status, cost benchmarks, and performance assumptions. On demand analytics and expert support must reduce development time and execution risk for participating cooperatives.
1. Period of performance:

Under U.S. law, this 
student will become a resident alien for tax purposes if their stay in the 
United States exceeds 5 calendar years. However, paragraph 2 of the 
first Protocol to the U.S.-China treaty (dated April 30, 1984) allows the 
provisions of Article 20 to continue to apply even after the Chinese 
student becomes a resident alien of the United States. A Chinese 
student who qualifies for this exception (under paragraph 2 of the first 
Protocol) and is relying on this exception to claim an exemption from tax 
on their scholarship or fellowship income would attach to Form W-9 a 
statement that includes the information described above to support that 
exemption.

Failure to furnish TIN. If you fail to furnish your correct TIN to a 
requester, you are subject to a penalty of $50 for each such failure 
unless your failure is due to reasonable cause and not to willful neglect.


Civil penalty for false information with respect to withholding. If you 
make a false statement with no reasonable basis that results in no 
backup withholding, you are subject to a $500 penalty.


Criminal penalty for falsifying information. Willfully falsifying 
certifications or affirmations may subject you to criminal penalties 
including fines and/or imprisonment.


Misuse of TINs. If the requester discloses or uses TINs in violation of 
federal law, the requester may be subject to civil and criminal penalties.

• Individual. Generally, enter the name shown on your tax return. If you 
have changed your last name without informing the Social Security 
Administration (SSA) of the name change, enter your first name, the last 
name as shown on your social security card, and your new last name.

Secure Your Tax Records From Identity Theft
Identity theft occurs when someone uses your personal information, 
such as your name, SSN, or other identifying information, without your 
permission to commit fraud or other crimes. An identity thief may use 
your SSN to get a job or may file a tax return using your SSN to receive 
a refund.


To reduce your risk:


• Protect your SSN,


• Ensure your employer is protecting your SSN, and


• Be careful when choosing a tax return preparer.


If your tax records are affected by identity theft and you receive a 
notice from the IRS, respond right away to the name and phone number 
printed on the IRS notice or letter.


If your tax records are not currently affected by identity theft but you 
think you are at risk due to a lost or stolen purse or wallet, questionable 
credit card activity, or a questionable credit report, contact the IRS 
Identity Theft Hotline at 800-908-4490 or submit Form 14039.

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Victims of identity theft who are experiencing economic harm or a 
systemic problem, or are seeking help in resolving tax problems that 
have not been resolved through normal channels, may be eligible for 
Taxpayer Advocate Service (TAS) assistance.

Protect yourself from suspicious emails or phishing schemes.  
Phishing is the creation and use of email and websites designed to 
mimic legitimate business emails and websites. The most common act 
is sending an email to a user falsely claiming to be an established 
legitimate enterprise in an attempt to scam the user into surrendering 
private information that will be used for identity theft.


The IRS does not initiate contacts with taxpayers via emails. Also, the 
IRS does not request personal detailed information through email or ask 
taxpayers for the PIN numbers, passwords, or similar secret access 
information for their credit card, bank, or other financial accounts.


If you receive an unsolicited email claiming to be from the IRS, 
forward this message to phishing@irs.gov. You may also report misuse 
of the IRS name, logo, or other IRS property to the Treasury Inspector 
General for Tax Administration (TIGTA) at 800-366-4484. You can 
forward suspicious emails to the Federal Trade Commission at 
spam@uce.gov or report them at www.ftc.gov/complaint. You can 
contact the FTC at www.ftc.gov/idtheft or 877-IDTHEFT (877-438-4338). 
If you have been the victim of identity theft, see www.IdentityTheft.gov 
and Pub. 5027.

Privacy Act Notice
Section 6109 of the Internal Revenue Code requires you to provide your 
correct TIN to persons (including federal agencies) who are required to 
file information returns with the IRS to report interest, dividends, or 
certain other income paid to you; mortgage interest you paid; the 
acquisition or abandonment of secured property; the cancellation of 
debt; or contributions you made to an IRA, Archer MSA, or HSA. The 
person collecting this form uses the information on the form to file 
information returns with the IRS, reporting the above information.
